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Warawoot Shusangthong was born in Samut Prakan Province in 1957. He completed a vocational
certificate at Poh-Chang Academy of Arts and later earned a Bachelor’'s degree from the Faculty of
Painting, Sculpture and Graphic Arts, Silpakorn University.

He has been interested in drawing since childhood, particularly portraiture. He began practicing
seriously during secondary school and developed a stronger interest after entering Poh-Chang. He
created his first self-portrait at the age of 17 by observing himself in a mirror. He stated that he is
especially drawn to portrait painting due to the diversity of human anatomy and emotions. In particular,
he finds inspiration in portraits of women with distinctive features, which he considers expressive and
visually captivating. He also believes that each artist perceives individuals differently; even when depicting
the same subject, artists can reveal different inner personalities through their work.

His early portrait works were influenced by Western artists of the Neoclassical and Realist periods,
emphasizing academic accuracy and lifelike representation. These works featured meticulous detail,
smooth linear brushwork with no visible strokes, and sharply defined contours, resulting in a serious
and formal atmosphere.

Around two years later, his work evolved into portraying a wider variety of subjects, focusing more
on personal impressions rather than strict realism. He used brighter colors, reduced detail, and adopted
a more painterly style with visible brushstrokes. The figures were often placed as the central focus of
the composition, reflecting characteristics of Impressionism.

Since around 2002, he has continued painting diverse portrait subjects, with an increasing focus on
important figures. Clothing and attire are depicted according to the subjects’ real appearance without
alteration. His approach emphasizes the individual rather than narrative context, using rapid, Impressionist
brushwork with minimal detail and less concern for realistic color matching. Instead, he employs vivid
colors and sometimes exaggerated backgrounds and atmospheres compared to his earlier works.

Today, Warawoot Shusangthong is regarded as one of Thailand’s leading portrait artists. His works
retain a distinctive artistic identity, are widely admired among collectors nationwide, and he continues
to create art with unwavering dedication.

“Portrait of the Artist” is regarded as a masterpiece and
was documented in an important Thai art survey book Art
in the Reign of King Rama IX: 6 decades of Thai Art. The
work reflects Warawoot’s artistic direction during a period
in which he was developing a distinctive visual language of
his own. During this phase, the artist placed strong emphasis
on color and brushwork, drawing influence from Impressionism,
which focused on conveying emotion, atmosphere, and
sensation. He also experimented with mixed-media techniques,
exploring new artistic approaches and methods that marked
an important stage in his creative development.

Beyond anatomical accuracy, the painting reveals the artist’s
subconscious mind and imagination. The background is
filled with an imaginative world and emotionally symbolic
imagery.

Thawan Duchanee was born in Chiang Rai, Thailand. At age 14, he received a scholarship to
study at Poh-Chang Academy of Arts while earning extra income by painting advertising signs.
He later graduated from the Faculty of Painting, Sculpture and Graphic Arts at Silpakorn University.

Thawan’s early works closely resembled his thesis series Maew Long Phi, in which he portrayed
the lifestyle of hill tribe people in northern Thailand. These oil paintings were inspired by artists
such as Georgia O'Keeffe, who incorporated animal skeletons into her works, and Paul Gauguin,
whose paintings reflected the lives of Tahitian people.

After completing his fifth year at Silpakorn University, Thawan won a scholarship from the Dutch
government to study at the Rijksakademie van Beeldende Kunsten in the Netherlands for five
years. Upon graduating, he was determined to return to Thailand and become a great painter.

In 1971, after finishing his studies abroad, Thawan returned to Thailand and began exhibiting
his works. Most of his paintings were oil on canvas or wood panels, rendered in a semi-realistic
style. He focused mainly on human figures in various postures, often incorporating animal
skeletons or wild animals into the compositions.

Thawan gained public attention through his Untitled series in 1971, a collection of works that
were vandalized and slashed. The entire series used oil paint on canvas and was created only
in black and white tonal values.

After that, he held important solo exhibitions such as Ramayana (1973) and Ten Incarnations
of the Buddha (1976), featuring dramatic black-and-white works inspired by Buddhist teachings.
Later, he mainly participated in group exhibitions with other artists.

From 1982 to 1992, Thawan’s works focused more on religion and philosophy, with stronger
traditional Thai influences. He created powerful black oil paintings and ballpoint pen drawings
that emphasized dramatic light and shadow, often combining humans, animals, and supernatural
beings in dynamic compositions.

Between 1993 and 2003, Thawan continued to focus primarily on ballpoint pen drawings on
paper, alongside other media such as black ink, oil paint, acrylic, and chalk. In some works, he
applied gold leaf, adding a sacred and spiritual dimension. Important works from this period
include the Phra Sri Ariya Mettrai series (2002), Power of the Land series (2002), Faces of the
Land series (2003), Tattoo series (2003), and Angkuth Thumb series (date uncertain).

Throughout his life, Thawan Duchanee created numerous artworks, traveled around the world,
and achieved great success in his career. In 2001, he was honored as a National Artist of
Thailand in Visual Arts (Painting). In 2004, he organized the major solo exhibition Trinity at the
The Queen's Gallery.

Thawan Duchanee based his artistic philosophy on Buddhism and the balance of nature. His
works reflected the connection between all things, especially the ideas of good and evil, through
powerful images of humans, animals, Buddha faces, and demons. His art is celebrated for its
spiritual depth, strong identity, and unforgettable visual impact.

After repeatedly watching the film Lust for Life alongside reading the book Fai Sin
(“The Fire of Art”), Pratuang Emjaroen developed a deep faith in art and a strong
determination to pursue the life of an artist seriously. At the age of 27, he abandoned
his regular job painting movie billboard cutouts and devoted himself entirely to art,
despite facing hardship and poverty.

His early works were characterized by dark tones that reflected his life experiences,
expressing suffering, illness, hunger, and loss. Later, he became influenced by
Abstract art, which was highly popular during that period. He began exploring
direct experiences with nature, and this eventually became the starting point of a
major artistic revelation — a profound understanding of the natural theory of color.
He expressed this discovery through his own distinctive style in the “Universe”
series, using vivid, bold, and intensely radiant colors.

“I spent two years staring directly at the sun with my naked eyes. | started at dawn,
allowing my eyes to gradually adjust, then continued through the late morning until
noon. | wanted to truly see all the colors within the sun. Eventually, | became so
accustomed to it that | could look whenever | wanted. Some people thought | was
crazy, but | learned to see things others could not. After some time, | began to
feel that something abnormal existed either within the sun or within my own eyes
so | stopped.”

Pratuang Emjaroen’s “Universe” series reflects his emotions, thoughts, and
experiences with nature through vibrant colors and highly complex compositions.
The paintings are densely filled with countless intricate details. He interpreted space
through circular forms and radiating lines, set against backgrounds of sky and
cosmic space seamlessly connected to the earth below.

Using fine-tipped brushes, Pratuang painted dynamic colored lines to convey the
movement of wind, light, and the energy of nature. These forms shifted and
transformed according to the rhythm and spatial flow of sunlight’s radiant beams.
Flowers also became symbols of beauty and the continuation of nature’s vitality,
representing the enduring existence of life without decay or extinction.

He believed that elements such as fire, wind, and water must exist in harmony.
Without the connection of “rhythm” and “movement,” a work would lose its vitality
and remain incomplete. His concept of “Form” referred to the unification of shape,
empty space, and movement into a single entity in which no part could be separated
from another, because “everything in the world moves according to rhythm, and

all things are interconnected.”

Pratuang Emijaroen’s “Universe” series not only brought recognition and fame to
the artist, but also profoundly reflected his identity, life experiences, and artistic
philosophy through the unification of humanity, nature, and the cosmos, creating

visual power and beauty beyond words.

The print work "Venus of Bangkok" presents an image of a significant mixed-media artwork by Montien
Boonma, created between 1991 and 1992. The artist assembled everyday materials and shaped them into
forms resembling the figure of the goddess Venus from the historical painting Olympia, which itself was
inspired by Venus of Urbino.

After spending more than four years creating the “Altarpieces” series, he decided to reside in
the Forest of Fontainebleau in 2017, from spring through autumn. His daily walks through the
forest to sketch from nature gradually allowed him to absorb the intricate details and unique
atmosphere of the landscape before translating those impressions onto canvas.

“Autumn in Fontainebleau,” a large-scale oil painting measuring over 240 centimeters by Natee
Utarit, depicts oak trees in the Forest of Fontainebleau, France. The work series “Untitled Poems
of Théodore Rousseau” was created in tribute to Théodore Rousseau, the leading figure of
the Barbizon School, who courageously transformed artistic practice by painting directly outdoors
in nature, a radical approach for his time. Although his works were once ridiculed, his development
of plein air painting techniques later became a crucial foundation for Impressionism.

For Natee, these oak landscapes are not merely depictions of nature, but explorations of the
meanings hidden beneath the landscape itself — the relationships between place, history, and
the memories embedded within the forest. The series emerged as a body of work created
amidst nature, marking another significant moment in the artist's practice, as Natee stepped
away from the confines of intensely conceptual works to rediscover the experience of seeing
and painting within the natural world. Through brushwork that continues to reflect the artist's
strength and mastery, he invites viewers to enter and experience the forest alongside him.

Chamruang Vichienket is a prominent Thai sculptor
who graduated from Poh-Chang School and later from
the Faculty of Painting and Sculpture, Silpakorn
University; he devoted his life to teaching and developing
a distinctive personal artistic practice, actively participating
in the National Exhibition of Art between 1955 and
1969, where he received numerous major awards,
including the First Prize Gold Medal in Sculpture for
Group at the 76th National Exhibition of Artin 1965
recognized as the first abstract sculpture in the history
of the competition earned one Gold Medal, eight Silver
Medals, two Bronze Medals in Sculpture, and one
Bronze Medal in Painting, participated in notable
