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Art and Cinema by Cherd Songsri
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Cherd Songsri was born in Nakhon Si Thammarat and raised by his grandmother in a rural
environment shaped by nature and local traditions. His childhood experiences—rice fields,
waterways, and shadow puppetry—nurtured his imagination and later became key inspirations

in his films.

As an adult, he worked as a magazine editor in film and television while writing under the pen
name “Thom Thatree.” From journalism and literary work, he entered the film industry, making
his directorial debut with Norah, and later pursued further fim studies at the University of
California, Los Angeles (UCLA).

Cherd Songsri became a leading director and producer during the 1980s-1990s, one of the
most prosperous periods of Thai cinema. Despite his overseas education, he consistently
centered Thai identity and rural life in his films, at a time when Western culture was rapidly
influencing Thailand. After returning home, he expressed his deep appreciation for Thai culture
through works such as Plae Kao, Lueat Suphan, Puen-Paeng, Tawiphop, and Amdaeng Muen
and Mr. Rid. These films reflect both Thai identity and social issues with depth and nuance.
Plae Kao and Tawiphop remain widely regarded as classics. His contributions played a significant
role in elevating Thai cinema onto the international stage, establishing him as one of the most
important figures in its history.

Beyond writing and directing, he placed strong emphasis on visual artistry within his films. He
collaborated with Paiboon Suwannakudt and Chuang Moolpinit on poster designs in traditional
and contemporary Thai painting styles, as well as on set and prop design. In Tawiphop, the
symbolic mirror—central to the narrative’s time-crossing motif—was carefully realized on screen,

translating literary description into cinematic form.

On this special occasion, 2 significant works of art from Cherd Songsti’s legendary films—including
an important canvas and intricately carved wooden mirror frame—are presented as highlights
of this auction.

Paiboon Suwankud, widely known as “Than Kood,” was a pioneering artist who advanced Thai
painting into a contemporary context. He expanded its subject matter beyond the traditional
religious themes and temple settings of Thai mural painting, presenting narratives that reflect
the lives of ordinary people. His works employ a bird’s-eye view perspective combined with
Western principles of perspective. The painting Blood of Suphan was created as an illustration
for the film Blood of Suphan, directed by Cherd Songsri and starring Lalana Sulawan and Pairoj
Sangwaribut. The film depicts the struggle and sacrifice of the people of Suphanburi in defense
of their dignity and homeland, reflecting unity and courage among local fighters amid conflict
and loss.

Although its mouth continues to release bubbles as if it were still alive,
the composition, while seemingly simple, carries profound symbolic meaning. It invites viewers to question
and contemplate the issues subtly embedded within the image.

Chalermchai Kositpipat is a Thai artist whose work spans painting, sculpture, and architecture. His creations have received
international recognition, including the Thai mural paintings inside the ordination hall of Wat Buddhapadipa in London, the
illustrations for the royal literary work Phra Mahachanok, and the creation of Wat Rong Khun in Chiang Rai, which has become
an iconic symbol of contemporary Thai art.

From a young age, he was deeply passionate about drawing. Although he did not particularly excel in academic studies, he
devoted himself wholeheartedly to art. After moving to the city for his education, he worked as an assistant in a cut-out sign
painting studio on weekends and after school. He trained there for five years before creating his first movie poster while still
in high school.

With determination, he made the difficult journey from Chiang Rai to Bangkok to sit for the entrance examination at Poh-
Chang Academy of Arts, and later continued his studies at the Faculty of Painting at Silpakorn University. Despite facing family
problems and conflicts during that period of his life, these challenges became crucial experiences that strengthened and
shaped his character.

In his fourth year, majoring in Thai art (the first generation of the program), he won the Gold Medal, First Prize, at the 3rd
Bualuang Painting Competition in 1977. After graduation, he committed himself to becoming a full-time professional artist,
consistently standing firm in his artistic path and beliefs.

A significant turning point in his life was his journey to paint murals at Wat Buddhapadipa in London without accepting any
payment. The project brought widespread recognition to the temple. He later returned to Thailand, continued creating art,
and devoted himself to his family, earning broad recognition for his distinctive and incomparable artistic style. In 1997, he
returned to his hometown of Chiang Rai to begin constructing Wat Rong Khun, which would later become a world-renowned

masterpiece.

The life and work of Chalermchai reflect faith, perseverance, and unwavering conviction in his ideals. Even in the face of
obstacles and criticism, he has continued to create art with steadfast honesty toward his beliefs and identity. Through his
distinctive artistic vision, Chalermchai Kositpipat has become a driving force in propelling traditional thai contemporary art
beyond the boundaries of the past. His work opened new pathways for contemporary Thai art, and he remains the most
widely recognized Thai artist among the public—an enduring force in shaping the art world from his time to the present day.
