Muangthai Busamaro is an artist who has been creating art for over four decades.

His works, characterised by vibrant colours and forms, carry the essence of

Fauvism. Muangthai’s pieces often convey his emotions and thoughts through
the creation of free-form shapes, such as figures, flowers, and windows. When
observing his work, viewers are drawn to the intriguing composition and the
bold use of colour, whether in deep or soft shades, both of which are executed
with striking effect.

In the early stages of his career, Muangthai painted in a realistic style. Later, he
began to simplify forms, using muted tones with thick outlines. This period of
his work gained widespread recognition. However, Muangthai continued to
explore new techniques, eventually producing works full of vibrant colour, as
seen in his current style. Beyond his role as a painter, Muangthai also uses art
as a medium to reflect on society, raising awareness of life and environmental
issues. Notably, he was among the artists who contributed to an art installation
at the Bangkok Art and Culture Centre following the killing of the black panther
in Thungyai Naresuan Wildlife Sanctuary in 2018.

The great masterpiece of Chalermchai Kositpipat, National artist and the iconic Thai
traditional art artist that founded the international-known Wat Rong Khun (White Temple).

Misiem Yipintsoi, an Impressionist female artist, began her artistic journey
through a deep appreciation for art, later transitioning into creating her own
works by studying painting under a Japanese painter. Her talent and passion
allowed her to overcome personal limitations, proving that age is no barrier to
pursuing art. Misiem’s work earned her the First Class Honour, Gold Medal, at
the first National Art Exhibition in 1949, followed by the same award in the
second and third Exhibitions.
